There is only one
set of cash prizes, and all essays will be judged in the same pool, regardless of its topic.

Topic 1 — Federal or State Budgets
Should there be a mandatory requirement imposed upon legislators for a timely, balanced budget.
This would be a budget without deficits or surpluses.

Topic 2 — Voter Competency

Should there be a reading and civic knowledge test before a person is eligible to vote?

Topic 3 — Closing Tax Loopholes

Enumerate and explain tax loopholes to be eliminated

Topic 4 — Unemployment

How can the unemployed individual become productive without disturbing the economy?

GUIDELINES: The essays will be judged — not on the basis of agreement or disagreement with the views of Americanism Educational
League, or on the length of their bibliographies — but on their internal logic, coherence, originality, thoughtfulness, and
evidence of sound research.

CONDITIONS: Minimum Length 1500 words; maximum length is 2,000 words. Essays must be typed and double spaced. Each essay
must be accompanied by an Entry Form available on our website and a brief biography. Winners will be asked to submit
a photo and Social Security Number. Each instructor may submit an unlimited number of essays.
